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 For thirty years Sharon Draper was an English teacher in the Cincin-
nati, Ohio, public school system, instilling her love of reading and writing in 
generations of children, and inspiring them to reach for their greatest dreams. In 
1997 she received the highest honor an educator can be given when President 
Bill Clinton named her the U.S. Teacher of the Year. As a result Draper became 
a spokesperson for the teaching profession, crisscrossing the globe to talk about 
the importance of excellence in the classroom. In 1994 the dedicated teacher 
became an author, releasing her first children's book, Ziggy and the Black Dino-
saurs. Since then she has penned numerous books geared toward children and 
young adults; Draper is also a poet and nonfiction writer. Her books have won 
countless prizes, including the Coretta Scott King Award, given annually by the 
American Library Association to authors and illustrators of African American 
descent. Draper's most recent young adult novel, The Battle of Jericho (2003), 
was named the Coretta Scott King Honor Book of 2004. 
 Ms. Draper is an active member of the National Council of Teachers of 
English, the International Reading Association, Top Ladies of Distinction, and 
Links, Incorporated. She travels extensively and has been a guest on television 
and radio programs throughout the country, discussing issues of literature, read-
ing, and education. She is an accomplished public speaker who addresses educa-
tional and literary groups of all ages, both nationally and internationally, with 
entertaining readings of her poetry and novels, as well as enlightening instruc-
tional presentations. Ms. Draper lives in Cincinnati, Ohio, with her husband and 
a golden retriever named Honey.
